There are 3 EASY ways to use SCRIP to make your every day purchases:

Every Saturday evening and Sunday morning SCRIP cards are sold at the Welcome Center just outside the
sanctuary. We stock a few local retailers for your convenience.

You can fill out a prerder form to have SCRIP cards delivered for pick up the following weekend. This allows
you to order larger dollar amounts. This is handy, for example, if you are building a deck and need a large
amount from your home improvement center. This also allows you to order cards from the extensive list of
available retailers that we dondt keep in stock.
