THE PIPE ORGAN AT GOOD SHEPHERD LUTHERAN CHURCH

Il n the 19600s, when the newly formed Good She
singing was | ed by a small el ectronic instrun
pipe organ was purchased from a church in Wisconsin that was no longer using the instrument.
Individual pipes were loaded on a truck and transported to Rochester where many hours of volunteer
labor helped to restore and rebuild this instrument. This 100 gieborgan was dedicated in 1985

and led many services until our Sanctuary was expanded in 2002 when it was determined that this sr
one manual (keyboard) organ was inadequate to lead worship music in the much larger space. It wa
sold to Madonna Towers here in Rochester and is a beautiful addition to their Chapel!

In 2003, the Fenris Pipe Organ Company, located in Faribault, MN. designed and began work on a
larger organ for our expanded Sanctuary. The present instrument was completed in 2005 and

was officially dedicated in November of that year. It consists of approximately 1500 individual pipes
ranging in size from the width of a pencil to the large pipes you see behind the altar. Some of these :
visible from the front; many more are located behind the screens on either side of the large cross. Th
are pipes made of wood as well as various metal alloys. Our organ is very versatile and allows the
organist to play hymns as well as music literature from across the centuries.

There is a wealth of information on the history or the pipe organ on the Internet. Check it out and lea
more about the oO0King of I nstrumentsao.
