 Itõs hard to know when the òfirstó worship 
service built around scripture readings 
and musical responses was experienced.  
We do know that the first English service 
of lessons and carols in modern times was 
held in England at Truro Cathedral, 
Christmas Eve, 1880.  The concept of a 
service of lessons and carols for Christmas 
began its significant spread around the 
Christian world after it was first held at 
Kingõs College, Cambridge, Christmas Eve 
1918.  It is still broadcast live each year 
and can be heard on MPR on the morning 
of Dec. 24.    

Over the years, this service has been 
modified to fit the individual circumstances 
of each parish and often musical 
selections of greater difficulty have 
replaced many of the original carols sung 
by the congregation.  Our service on Dec. 
19 will be a combination of hymns sung 
by all and anthems sung by our choirs.  Itõs 
always a highlight of the season and we 
hope you will join us in this meaningful 
service.     
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SOCIAL MINISTRY TEAM  
From our mission statement:  Gathered, Empowered and Sent to 
share the love of Christ with all people.  

Community Food Response (CFR) is a private, non-profit 
organization that collects excess prepared food from 
restaurants, cafeterias, businesses, and supermarkets, which 
normally would be thrown away, and makes it available, free, 
to hungry adults and children in Rochester .

Dorothy Day Hospitality House gives adults (and occasionally 
families with children) a place to stay when they do not have a 
home.  Good Shepherd Church volunteers have been preparing 
and serving Tuesday night dinners at the Dorothy Day  House 
since 1984.  Up to 20 people are served each Tuesday.  If you 
would like to be a volunteer, please contact Evie Augeson at 
286-8889 or 319-4558, or Mike at the office at 289-1748. 

Interfaith Hospitality Network   Good Shepherd serves as a 
host church providing temporary shelter and meals to homeless 
families (at least one child and one parent). We use our 
building for overnight shelter and provide meals for up to 14 
people for one week at a time, four times a year. Two buddy 
churches, Evangel Methodist and Church of the Savior, partner 
with us to provide staff for a host week. Families receive 
supper, lodging, and breakfast at the church. At Day Center , 
social workers assisted by volunteers help the families in finding 
housing, getting the children enrolled in school, applying for 
jobs, and other services.  At least 2 volunteers are present for 
each shift. If interested, ask Joann Holt-Angerman (843-4641) 
about volunteering opportunities including cooks and hosts.
