A Four-Fold Approach to Reading Scripture

The Women of the ELCA’s Bible study has been enhanced
by the use of a four-fold approach to reading Scripture.
This engagement with the text opens the Word and our
hearts so that we might recognize God with us in our
interaction with our Lord and each other.

A Devotional Reading means no experts allowed! The text
speaks to each of us uniquely, and invites us to share in
community who we are, and the God who meets us in the
Word to challenge us, change us, and love us. Some
questions to consider as we read the text devotionally
include:

1  What scares, delights, or challenges me in the text?
What is God doing in the text?

A Historical Reading enhances the Word as we explore
context. At our February look at Acts 10, we discussed how
Peter and Cornelius were shaped by the political and social
realities around them. Some historical questions include:

T Who wrote the passage and why?

T Where and when does the text take place, and what
do we know about that time and place?

9 What social and political realities inform this text?

Many are book club members, and the same tools used to
read a text and join in discussion can be utilized to grow in
our understanding of God’s Word. February’s study
included a look at dreams as a literary device, and asked
us to consider other parts of the Bible where we meet
dreamers. Some literary questions include:

T What type of writing is this passage and how does that
inform our hearing?

Y How is the text constructed?

A Lutheran Theological Reading offers the best of our
theology to help us grow in God’s Word for us and for all.
Some Lutheran questions include:

1 How does this text bear Christ to us?

I How do we read this as Law and Gospel?

The four-fold approach is a simple way to unpack any
Biblical narrative, and a gift to us as we open Scripture
and join in conversation.
