July 25, 2011
Good Shepherd friends--
Hello from Arizona (for the last time!)

It's hard for us to believe, but our year of internship in Sierra
Vista is coming to a close. And it has been an eventful year!
Last month, we made it through some pretty scary times with a
wildfire that came right up to the city limits, burned over
30,000 acres, and caused 10,000 people to be evacuated
from their homes. | spent a couple of weeks ministering to our
own parishioners (50 families who were displaced—most of
whom stayed with fellow parishioners) and also to those who
were in the shelters run by the city and the Red Cross. It was
a time of crisis, but also a time for us to see this community
pull together and watch out for each other in amazing ways.
We had over 1,000 firefighters here including special teams
from all over the country doing very risky work, as well as
many military and law enforcement units, and we are very
grateful for their work and dedication. They worked for
about a month to keep our town safe. In the end, 50 people
lost their homes and there were four businesses burned down.
None of our parishioners lost their homes, and the last family
just got resettled last week.

The summer monsoons started about two weeks ago, so now
we have rain just about every day, and watching the clouds
build up every day (as well as the spectacular lightning
shows!) is a new delight. It gets very hot by midday (90-100
degrees) but then the temperature drops about 30 degrees
when it rains! The rainbows are also a delight—they are
abundant and often double or triple.

We had a wonderful three-week visit from Sarah a few
weeks ago, and we're looking forward to being with our
family again! We will leave here on August 21, and stop at
the Grand Canyon, Monument Valley, Mesa Verde and The
Arches “on the way home”—and make a final detour to
Wisconsin for a family reunion/welcome home party.

We look forward to seeing many of you at worship at Good
Shepherd on Labor Day weekend, when I've been invited to
preach and Sarah has been invited to sing.

We know things are changing at Good Shepherd. We trust
that good things are in store for Pastor Dave in his new call
and for Good Shepherd too—we have been praying for you,
for Pastor Karen and all the staff, for all who see you through
this interim period, and for your future pastor. We're excited
to see what God is going to do there next! Please keep us in
prayer also, in our time of transition, that we may finish well
in Arizona and safely travel back to Minnesota for my final
year of seminary. We'll be sad to leave but glad to be
home.
