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What is the Season of Epiphany!

Christmas is usually
counted from the evening

of December 25th until
the morning of January
6th, which is the Twelfth
Day. Christmas begins
with  Christmas Day
December 25 and lasts
for Twelve Days until
Epiphany, January 6,
which looks ahead to the
mission of the church to
the world in light of the
Nativity. The one or two
Sundays between Christmas Day and Epiphany are

It is a blessing to welcome the light of Epiphany into
our lives.
