Ash Wednesday Worship ð February 22nd @ 7pm  
The Ash Wednesday gospel lesson (Matthew 6:1-6, 16-21) has 
been used since the Middle Ages. This text calls for almsgiving, 
prayer, and fasting, which outline what has been called the three 
disciplines of Lent. The discipline of fasting means not to denigrate 
the human body, but to symbolize the turn from self-indulgence to 
care for the neighbor and reliance on God. In the surprise of faith, 
we discover that these disciplines can accompany us to the 
alternative treasures that come from God alone.

Each week during lent we will gather for a simple supper at 6pm 
and then at 7pm gather for worship where we will explore; òYou 
Shall Love the Lord Your Godó.
